Resurrectional Dismissal Hymn (Pl. 2nd)

JANUARY 15TH REFLECTION 
άThe Prologue of Ohridέ 
By St. Nikolai Velimirovic 

 

 Do not ever think that God does not 
hear you when you pray to Him. He hears 
our thoughts, just as we hear the voices 
and the words of one another. And if He 
does not act immediately according to 
your prayer, it is either because you are 
praying to Him in an unworthy manner, 
or because you ask something of Him 
which would be detrimental to you, or 
because He, in His wisdom and 
providence, delays the fulfillment of your 
petition until the proper moment. Fr. 
John of Kronstadt writes: “As by means 
of the electric telegraph we speedily 
communicate with persons who are far 
away from us, so likewise, by means of 
lively faith-as though through telegraph 
wires-we speedily communicate with 
God, with the angels and saints. As we 
trust entirely in the speed of the electric 
current and in its reaching its 
destination, so likewise should we 
completely trust in the speed of the 
prayer of faith… Send your petition to 
God and the saints by means of the 
telegraph of faith, and you will speedily 
obtain an answer.”
